Dear Dr. Umaley,

Since all the information has not been provided to the School of English at the
beginning of the cost estimation, the calculation has been done roughly. However,
the School of English has contacted the CIA personnel for many times and the class
of 15 students studying 5 hours a day in class was calculated and accepted by the
CAI personnel.

Based on new information, the School of English is willing to re-estimate the cost.
The teaching syllabus will be designed later because of time limitation. The class
should include not less than 9-10 students to guarantee cost effectiveness. In terms of
management, the following positions are needed.

I. General manager (1) He/she takes care of the coordination with
the CAI and the students , the coordination of the teachers with the
students, and other different matters concerning the course.

!\)

Course-coordinator (1) From the fact that this course is a tailored
-made one, the course-coordinator is responsible for designing
the course, developing materials, setting up the class —schedule,
preparing different ELRU study plans as the supplementary
learning activities to fit each student’s language ability, weakness
and strength . He/she insures the teaching quality as well.

3. Student workers (2) Each will work 2.5 hours a day. Their
responsibilities are typing and collating materials, photocopying,
serving the intensive students in the ELRU.

Note: In the third trimester and summer, the ELRU is short of
staff. The only one permanent ELRU worker has to work in
place of the school secretary who has resigned until a new
secretary is recruited.

From all the details discussed, it is necessary that the suggested positions are needed.
If we consider their load as the academic load, we need to release the general
manager and the course-coordinator from teaching and substitute them with other
teachers who are now carrying the load of teaching both undergraduate and graduate



students. Moreover, next trimester everyone will be busy with material development -
for the borderless project.

This estimation is for the intensive course offered in the third trimester. If more
advanced course is needed in summer, the same estimation can be repeated.
