The Program consists of four subPrograms. All Universities will participate in
subProgram A (Teaching, Curriculum and Research) and only four other subPrograms.
However all the material produced in each subProgram (including teaching materials
produced etc) will be made available to all universities, and we will try to arrange some
activities in each subprogram which will be available to all Universities. For example
each Short Term Advisor would spend part of the subProgram ensuring that Thai staff
are aware of new developments in the field of the subProgram. This can partly be done
by lectures or seminars in which all Thai Universities can participate. We will ensure that
the Short Term Advisors are able to travel to more isolated locations to present seminars
to staff and graduate students.

In each subProgram the first task of the short term advisor will be to meet with the
Universities included in the subProgram and develop a specific subProgram plan. This
will outline what specific topics will be covered, including how much time will be spent
on curriculum development, research development etc and how material should be
covered (i.e. workshops, or lectures, or individuals working together). It is expected that
advisors will spend some time at each of the Universities involved in the subprogram,
however the advisors may spend most of their time at one or two locations.

The types of activities included in the various subprograms :

STA = short term advisor, Australian academics who will visit for up to 3 months at a
time

Fellowships = nominally 2 months for Thai academics to visit appropriate Australian
institutions.

Support Workshop = covers laboratory design and technical support

Support study programs = nominally 1 month visits for technical & support staff to
visit Australian Universities.

In January we will be conducting a set of 5 workshops at each of 3 localities. The topics

/1. Teaching Methods in Science (this series will be repeated in successive years)
, 2. Curriculum Development in Biology
3. Curriculum Development in Chemistry
4. Curriculum Development in Mathematics
5. Curriculum Development in Physics
Workshops will be conducted by an Australian facilitator over 2 days, on a Friday aﬂd
Saturday. We intend to spread the workshops among Universities so that as many as

possible will have an opportunity to act as hosts. This will increase the opportunity for
participation and reduce the load on any particular University.

TASEAP will provide :

Costs of rental for room -
Costs of lunches, moming and afternoon teas etc.

Handouts, notes etc

TASEAP will also notify Universities and carry out pre-registration.
We will require the host University to provide :

1. A staff member who will act as local coordinator to:
a) book rooms,
b) arrange audiovisual equipment (slide projector, overhead projectors etc.)
c) make arrangements for accommodation of participants where necessary
d) organise lunches morning and afternoon teas etc.
e) assist the workshop facilitator
