I do apologize for the slight delay in the reply as I was in
Bangkok for a meeting when your email arrived.

It will be our pleasure to welcome some staff members from your University to visit our library.
Kindly let us know the proposed dates of their visit (arrival and length of stay) as well as the purpose
of their visit, 1.¢. the exact skills or information that they will like to have after the visit.. If the visit to
the library will only be for a few days, then we will be glad to welcome them as guests and you will
have no obligations except their board and lodging at our hotel in the university. However, if it is for a
formal training for at least one month, then the fee for such activity is five hundred dollars for one
month per participant and courses will be arranged for them by the staff of the Library. Thus, please
let me know your plans.

The charge of the hotel room is 800 baht per room. This is about USS 20 and two people can occupy
a room and so it is about US$10 per person per day. The meals can be obtained from the student
canteen for an average of one dollar or it can be at the hotel for at least 2-3 USS per meal.
