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Speech at the 4" General Conference of AUAP

Respected guests,
ladies and gentlemen,

Today, quite a number of the presidents of the universities in Asia and Pacific
Region have come to Guiyang to hold the 4™ General Conference of AUAP. In China
there goes an old saying, “it is a great pleasure to have friends from far away”. I am
very pleased to have this opportunity to meet all the attendants from different
countries and regions. At this moment, please allow me to express, on behalf of
Guizhou Education Bureau and of myself, the warmest welcome to every guest at the
meeting and to wish it a great success.

When we passed the last minute of the 20" century and have entered the new century,
what confronts us is a new era in which science and technology is developing rapidly
and knowledge economy has started to play a role in society. Under such a situation,
higher education becomes more and more important in developing national and
regional economy. Universities are the main bases to create, spread and apply
knowledge and the important cradle to nurture the sense of creativity and bring up
personnel with creative ideas. No matter whether it is to improve the nation’s quality
or cultivate various specialists of high rank, and no matter whether it is to raise the
scientific creativity in a country or in a region, to promote the transformation of
scientific and technological achievements, or to maintain a quick developing speed in
economy, higher education is always playing a crucial role. In the process of
developing and modernizing China and in the course of significant rejuvenation of the
Chinese nation, higher education will shoulder a non-fungible historical task.

Henceforth, to meet the needs of stimulating the economic and social development,
the Chinese Government has issued a series of documents, such as Action Plan to
Vitalize Education for the 21" Century, and Decisions on Deepening Education
Reform and Developing Quality-Aimed Education on an All-Round Way, to speed up
the reform of administrative system of higher education and to develop higher
education vigorously. In 1999, the enrolled students for general and for adult higher
education numbered 2.5745 million. In the year of 2000, the number became 3.7666
million.
