Trainee exchange programmes
Altogether 3,118 trainees were involved in CIMO's
traince exchange programmes, 1.983 of them taking up
work placements abroad. Most of the trainees from
Finland were umiversity students while a total of 1,135
trainces came to Finland from other counines. In addition
to the bilateral trainee exchange programmes. CIMO also
handled the IAESTE exchange programme for students
of technology and the Nordic Nordjobb exchange
programme. 1994 saw some changes in CIMO’s partners
including the addivon of Ireland and Russia to the network.

The Young Professionals campaign was an effective
vehicle for increasing and strengthening contacts in
mndustry and ¢ rce. The campaign’s aim was 1o
inform compames about the opportunines available 10
them through the international trainee programmes and
also to find work placements for internanional students
coming to Finland.

Focus on European integration

In line with an agreement with the Ministry of Finance,
CIMO ran government trainee and study programmes for
EU administrators winch included traiming in European
integration. Contacts were established by CIMO within
the administrations of EU countries opening up opportu-
nities for civil servants to take up work placements there.
CIMO also made preparations for the Karolus exchange
programme for EU administrators. Individuals were able
to benefit from financial assistance from CIMO and n all,
146 civil servants recerved grants.

In addinon, CIMO implemented a special recruitment
programme aimed for voung Finns interested in Euro-
pean integration. The programme was funded by the
Ministry of Finance. Out of around 4,000 applicants. a
total of 145 university graduates with language skills
obtained places m public admimisiranon.

A key feature of the programmes was the growing
interest among tramees in work placements in interna-
nonal orgarmisavons. The majority of these trainees were
placed with the European Commussion.

European Union training programmes
In addinon 1o the ERASMUS programme and the
ARION programme for specialists in educanon, CIMO
also ran the TEMPUS programme. This aims to develop
systems of higher education in central and eastern Europe
and in CIS countrics. It also secks to promote co-

operation with EU countries.

CIMO was also involved in the implementation of part
of the LINGUA programme designed to improve lan-
guage skills in EU countries. Once the EEA agreement
came into effect at the beginning of 1994, Finland
immediately joined the Youth for Europe programme
which CIMO now runs at national level. A total of 97
groups apphied for funding for the Youth for Europe
group exchanges and 70 % were successful in their
applicanon. The group exchanges attracted an impressive
2.000 voung people, half of whom were from Finland.

In total. 437 Finnish universities and educational
institutions ook part in the joint project which forms part
of the ERASMUS programme. 60 Finns received grants
for thar trips, with the total sum awarded greater than the
combined total for Sweden and Norway. In the acadermic
vear 1993—1994, over 1,000 students and 200 teachers
went abroad on the ERASMUS programme while around
400 ERASMUS students came to Finland. It is expected
that the exchange programme attracts around 2,400
Finnish students in the academic year 1994—1995.

CIMO the service organisation

The number of publications produced by CIMO contin-
ued to increase with brochures, guides and newsletters
being published for numerous target groups. Nearly
134,000 publicanons were distributed — over 30 % up on
the previous vear's figure.

CIMO was present at the leading international events in
its field and launched a senies of seminars directed at
specialists in education in collaboration with the Finnish
culturai insututes in different countries. In Finland,
CIMO also distnbuted information at a number of major
fairs and exhibitions.

1994 was the first full vear of operation for CIMO's
informanon service. There were over 2,400 visitors to the
library. seeking informauon on study opportunitics
abroad. Most individuals were umiversaty students. CIMO
was able 1o suppiy 89 “i of visitors directly with the
informanion and assistance they required. In addition,
CIMO handled over 9,000 telephone enquiries.

The efficiency of CIMO's support services was
considerably improved following the upgrading of the
organisation’s financial administration and EDP services.

On the accommodation front, CIMO’s halls of resi-
dence were in demand with the percentage of places
occupicd varving berween 74 % and 88 %.

In the early days cost or even
lack of suitable equipment was blamed: after colour graphics computers started to be widcspreéd,
production costs of interactive and graphically appealing material were considered the main culprits;
when modern multi-media authoring techniques did not change the situation either, the lack of
personalized feed-back, of network support and the difficulty of producing high quality simulations
were scen as main obstacles. With networks now offering excellent multi-media presentation and
communication facilities the final breakthrough of computers as ultimate teaching and learning tool is
(once more) predicted. And once more results will be disappointing if one crucial component is again
overlooked: good courseware must give both guidance to students but also provide a rich variety of
background material whenever such is needed. It is the main claim of this paper that the advent of
sizeable digital libraries provides one of the most significant chances for computer based training ever.
