Dear Ms.Sherwood,
I hope you have received the signed contract for Dr.Juranka which was sent by courier

As per results of the meeting on 15 January convened by Dr.Sam-arng Srinilta, Vice-
Rector for Academics, the following issues have been discussed and SUT would like to bring

them to your attention for comments and /or necessary actions:

1. House No. 111/126 at Sukhavithee 3 has been designated as the Visiting Faculty
House and therefore will be the residence assigned to Canadian faculty members going to
teach as part of the SUT-CUTC Project. The 3-bedroom house will be furnished with
important amenities for cooking, laundry, study/work/relaxation, etc. Special arrangements for
computer in the residence may be possible for a fee

2. The Institute hosting the Canadian faculty will be the one to provide the office room
and office supplies as well as basic facilities including telephone, fax, computer.

3. Ryerson International shall be responsible for working out in Canada the visa for
entry and stay in Thailand during the period of assignment of the Canadian professor at SUT.

4. Two modes of payment of per diem and consultancy fees are being proposed:

Option A: The Canadian professor will be paid in Thailand as in the original proposal
with the change in item “consulting fee” to “honorarium” to avoid requirement of work permit
by the Thai government. The amount to be given will however still be subject to Thai tax and
therefore necessary deductions will have to be made.



Option B: That the amount supposed to be paid here in Thailand be remitted to
Ryerson International who would then be reponsible for the payment of the consultant in a
manner deemed appropriate. This will avoid need for working permit and payment of tax. It
may however involve problems of remittance to the Canadian professor while in Thailand if the
amount cannot be given prior to departure from Canada.

Exchange Rate :

To avoid complication of daily variation in exchange rates, it is suggested that an
average of 20B per one Canadian dollar be used as exchange rate unless major increase or
decrease in monetary values occur.

Kindly let us know your comments and reactions. I am reiterating our request of travel
and teaching schedules from Dr. Juranka

It is undeniable that human activities are closely related to the changes in the
earth environment. The cycling of all of the materials on a global scale has been
transformed as a result of the.clearing of forests.for increasing the arable land
area, expansion of the livestock industry, changes in the cheniicél comi)oaiﬁon of
the atmosphere by the combustion of fosail fuels, discharge of wastes, cutting
through mountains for mining deposits and distribution of mined heavy meétals on
the earth. Mankind is now modifying the original environment of the earth.

The biosphere of the earth seems to be suffering from enviranmental disrupt.lons
including global warming, depletion of the ozone layer, deforesbatlon sea
pollution, air pollution, acid rain, deforestation, water poliution, soil eroaion,
pollution with metals, reduction of biclogical diversity, pollution with nuclear
wastes, pollution with livestock wastes and depletion of underground water.

These trends are not new, because mankind has cha_néed the earth environment
for survival since coming into the worl_d.' The recent det.erlora_tinn.'of the earth
environment in the last five decades ‘has been faster and larger than ever
experienced. It may safely be said that a new material gphere called “human
sphere" has been devaloped on the earth in addition to the biosphers, geoaphere,
